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PREFACE 

In line with the mandate of the Institute, the Management and Staff continued to strive for 

excellence in research and production activities to meet the demands of Livestock farmers in the 

country. The Institute through internal quality checks and feedback from the field ensured that all 

vaccines and biological are of proven efficacy and potency before they are released for use on 

the field. The Management is doing everything possible to surmount the current challenges of 

meeting the national demand for livestock vaccines.  The Institute produced 57,872,168 doses of 

viral and 20,485,940 doses of bacterial vaccines respectively during the year under review.  It is 

hoped that as soon as the new Bacterial Vaccine Complex is completed and equipped, the 

Institute will not only meet the vaccine needs of Nigerian livestock farmers but will begin 

exporting vaccines to neighboring countries. 

The signing of MOU with a Cuban private Vaccine Production Company will also add impetus 

to vaccine production activities in the Institute.  The global trend currently is for the production 

of polyvalent vaccines, which is cost effective and user friendly. The Institute will explore this 

technology and hopefully extend it to viral vaccine production as well. 

Researchers and staff of the Institute have continued to conduct both basic and applied 

researches using modern technologies to proffer solution to problems militating against 

successful livestock farming in the country. Seven (7) out of eleven (11) research proposals 

submitted by staff of the Institute for the Competitive Agricultural Research Grant (CARGS) 

Scheme sponsored by the Agricultural Research Council of Nigeria (ARCN) were granted 

approval on merit and all have successfully taken off. 

The Japanese quails (Coturnix c. japonicus) introduced into Nigeria by DFFRI and managed by 

the Institute in the late 90ôs is in high demand across the country.  Breeding and multiplication 

centers for quails have been established in some States.  The Institutes will appreciate more 

people adopting quail production from across the geopolitical regions of the country to carter for 

demands by the public. This will enable the Institute focus more on her core mandate. The 

Institute will conduct independent as well as seek for collaborative research on the medicinal 

properties of quail meat and eggs. 

Capacity building is vigorously pursued by the Institute through national and international staff 

training and sponsorship to seminars and workshops. The Institute equally accepts erudite 

researchers from various fields of Veterinary Medicine for sabbatical to impart skill and 

knowledge to staff. Similarly, staff of the Institute who qualify were allowed to go on sabbatical. 

I invite you to read through the activities of the various Divisions and other reports from the 

Institute for the year 2011. The Institute will continue to welcome comments and suggestions 

towards improving our services to clients.
